BEND, Ore. — Touchmark at Mt. Bachelor Village again has received national acclaim from the 
National Association of Home Builders (NAHB). Touchmark’s Cliff Lodge and Terrace Lodge 
were named Best Independent Living Community and received a Gold Award (the highest 
given) at the 2009 Best of 50+ Housing Awards.

A jury panel composed of eight industry experts specializing in active-adult living evaluated 
nearly 200 entries. In selecting this year’s winning retirement communities, NAHB jurors 
commented about the Cliff and Terrace lodges, “This is not only a beautiful example of regional 
architecture but a great community … All aspects of the project are of high quality and finish 
with units maximizing views and common areas maximizing function.” 
 
LRS Architects, Inc. of Portland, Oregon, and Joseph Billig, AIA, director and vice president of 
Touchmark Development & Construction, designed the buildings.  
 
“We are honored to receive this national distinction,” says Billig. “We designed the lodges to 
blend with the beautiful natural setting and provide an ideal living environment for people.”
